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fl'-'License tag. Usually
purchased from the city,
your pet is assigned a
number which is tracked
in a computer database.
Tags are attached to your
pet's collar. The
disadvantages to using a
tag are: the tag can fall off
and get lost; it might not
be readable; your pet may
not always be wearing its
collar; your pet may slip
out of or lose its collar.

ﬂ'Microchip. A
microchip is a small,
electronic chip which is
implanted just under your
pet's skin. It is
administered quickly and
painlessly by a simple
injection. Microchips each
have an ID number
associated with them.
Along with this ID number
are your name, address,
and phone number which
are entered into a
computer database. If your
Ipet gets lost, animal
shelters or city pounds
equipped with scanners
will be able to scan your
pet's body to quickly
locate the 1D number of
the microchip, along with
the corresponding owner
information. .

-- Choking

Hinton recommends pet
owners purchase or
create their own pet first-
aid kits and keep them at
home and in the car.
Many different types are
available at local pet
stores, veterinarian
offices and on the
Internet. Most include
antibiotic ointments,
gauze and sterile pads,
adhesive tape, saline eye
flush, syringes, scissors,
soft cloth material and
bandages.

Many humane societies,
veterinary offices and
branches of the American
Red Cross offer pet first
aid classes, teaching pet
owners the basics
including how to
administer the Heimlich
maneuver in a choking
situation, which is the
number one hazard
amongst kittens and

puppies.
