David described 

many more situations where 

the therapy dogs have been a 

comfort and a way to help 

people.  We were inspired by 

his presentation and also 

humbled.  How often do we 

take things for granted in our 

life?  We are always in a 

hurry or too busy to stop and 

smell the roses....or to help 

our fellow man or animal.  It 

also made me think of my 

own animals, Hannah, 

Shadow and Tiny and the 

comfort I get from them on a 

daily basis.  They are always 

happy to see me, do not care 

if I look good or not or if I 

am not in the best of moods.  

Because they love me 

unconditionally they are 

always there to give me a 

kiss and a wag of their tail 

and a purr.

  DELMARVA 
 

  We are a group of 
volunteer teams (pet and 
handler) who visit nursing 
homes, assisted living homes, 
homes for the handicapped and 
other facilities. We find that our 
friendly visits are always 
welcomed by both the residents 
and their care givers. Pet 
volunteers have an instinctive 
way of giving comfort and joy to 
folks which often exceeds 
human contact. On some days, a 
visit from a Pets On Wheels 
volunteer team may be the only 
contact from the outside world 
for a resident. Many residents 
have had to give up their pets 
and enjoy remembering them 
when they interact during a Pets 
On Wheels visit. 
 
Visiting teams receive support 
and training from other Pets On 
Wheels members. All pets are 
temperament tested by a 
qualified screener and must be 
certified by a veterinarian 
annually. Our visiting teams are 
adequately insured.  Pets On 

 

Wheels, Delmarva was founded 
In 1993 by a group of dedicated 
individuals and has grown to 
encompass the Eastern Shore of 
the Chesapeake Bay. We have 
many dedicated volunteer teams 
visiting facilities in our area, but 
we still have work to do. 
Presently, we have over forty 
additional facilities that would like 
to have our visits and we need to 
broaden our volunteer base. Pets 
On Wheels is a non-profit 
organization, completely staffed 
by volunteers and dependent on 
contributions for all costs. 
 
COMMUNITY SERVICE  
Along with carrying out our 
mission, Pets on Wheels of 
Delmarva is also involved in 
community service.  
Our volunteers have participated 
in the Alzheimer*s Conference 
held at William Hill Manor in 
Easton, Maryland. We have 
donated sets of animal oxygen 
masks to fire departments in local 
counties and are distributing 
decals to pet owners in the 
community to be placed in their 
windows to notify emergency 
crews that there are animals 
inside.  
We have helped the public 
become aware of the needs of 
residents of nursing homes and 
similar facilities through several 
newspaper and magazine 
articles..
